Chef’s Dessert Presentation




1) A minimum guarantee of total golfing and non-golfing guests and payment of seventy five percent (75%) of the estimated final bill is required
one week before the event.

2) Final payments for events are due upon receipt of invoice. Late payments are subject to a 2% per month interest charge.
3) All costs associated with the tournament are the responsibility of the organizing member.

4) The Beach Grove Golf Club reserves the right to prohibit any signage or decorations before they are displayed. The Beach Grove Golf Club
must approve all decorations and displays before they are displayed. The use of nails, tacks or any other damaging hanging device in the clubhouse
is strictly prohibited.

5) A deposit of $1000.00 is required to confirm booking of the tournament. The date requested will not be finalized until the deposit is received.
6) In case of cancellation, deposits are only refundable if a comparable tournament is booked in that place.
7) The Beach Grove Golf Club cannot be held responsible for lost or broken property of the hosts or guests.

8) In the event extra power carts are needed (beyond Beach Grove Golf Clubs 18), and need to be shipped and stored the day prior to your event.
Beach Grove is not responsible for any potential vandalism damage occurred at this time. It is the tournaments responsibility to cover any damage
Costs.

9) All prices are subject to change up to ninety days before the actual function date.

10) All guests and organizers must abide to the dress code policy of the Beach Grove Golf Club. This policy states that prohibited dress includes all
denim clothing, track or sweat pants, track, gym or tennis shorts, T-shirts without collars, tank tops, football shirts, slogans, numbers or illustrations
not golf related are all unacceptable. In the main entrance area and all rooms on the second floor inside the clubhouse, golf shoes of any kind are
not permitted. Hats must be removed on the second floor inside the clubhouse. Shorts must have an inseam of no shorter then 4 inches. Men’s
shirts must have a collar and sleeves. For ladies all shirts must have a collar or sleeves. Proper soft spike golf shoes or running shoes must be worn
on the golf course, no metal spikes allowed. Golf shoes of any type are not permitted in the upstairs of the clubhouse. Please ensure this is included
in your tournament package to your players.

11) Cellular phones must be in silent mode on the golf course and in the clubhouse

12) All provided food and beverage, both on the course and in the clubhouse must be provided by the Beach Grove Golf Club. Exceptions may
apply to services that the Club cannot offer. These services may be subject to a surcharge.

13) One menu is required for all guests. Limited dietary substitutions may be made upon prior request. These requests must be forwarded to the
catering department one-week before the event.

14) All services are subject to applicable taxes unless otherwise stated. All food and beverage is subject to a 15% service charge.

15) Participants are responsible for the flight of their golf balls. In the event of their golf ball hitting another person, automobiles in the parking lot
or on roads around the course, houses around the golf course, or damaging Golf Club property, the participant is responsible for any damage so
caused. Participants are responsible for reporting details of any damage so caused to the Golf Shop and/or General Office. Participants golf clubs
and equipment or any other property are not covered by the Club Insurance or by the Professional when stored and/or on club premises. Partici-
pants are advised to make certain they have adequate insurance coverage with respect to their Public Liability and their Property, especially for golf
equipment stored at the golf club.
